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NOBILITY AND POWER IN 15TH-CENTURY
KABARDA ACCORDING TO THE SOURCE
“PRECIOUS NECKLACES CONCERNING MERITS
OF THE STATE OF AL-ASHRAF AL-GHAWRI”

Abstract. The unpublished and previously unexplored by domestic caucasiologists source from the collection of
Suleymaniye Yazma Eser Kutiifanesi (Istanbul) — the second volume entitled “al-‘Uqud al-Jawhariyya fi al-Mahasin
al-Dawla al-Ashrafiyya al-Ghawiyya” (“Precious Necklaces Concerning the Merits of the State of al-Ashraf al-Ghawri”)
reveals unique information regarding the history of North Caucasian peoples, particularly the Adyghe and Abazins, during
the late 15th and early 16th centuries. This volume is part of an anonymous manuscript dedicated to the praise of the
Mamluk sultan from the Burji dynasty (1382-1517), al-Ashraf Qansuh al-Ghawri (r. 1501-1516). The text of the source
provides information on the territorial and political structure of Circassia, including the “countries” or “lands” of the
Circassians — Karmuk, Kabak, and Kabarda — and their social structure. Moreover, it covers the origin and civil strife of
the Circassian princes, their foreign policy contacts, and the ethnocultural and confessional situation in the North-West
Caucasus and Central Ciscaucasia in the 15th century. The manuscript testifies to the formation of Kabarda under its own
name, reflected in Arabic as Is 8 [Qabarda], at least by the beginning of the 1440s. The manuscript’s data is compared with
information from 15th-century Arabic and Italian sources, as well as 16th and 17th-century Russian charters from the
Ambassadorial Office, using retrospective analysis. To date, the anonymous work “Precious Necklaces Concerning Merits
of the State of Al-Ashraf Al-Ghawri” is the only source that provides such comprehensive information on the formation of
this Circassian principality, the genealogy of the first generations of Kabardian princes, the social structure — primarily the
nobility — and the organization of power in Kabarda in the 15th century. This work focuses on the analysis of these topics.

THE ANGLO-OTTOMAN TRADE
IN THE WESTERN CASPIAN REGION
IN THE 16TH CENTURY

Abstract. This article analyzes the engagement between Ottoman authorities and English merchants from the
Muscovy Company within the Caucasus during the latter half of the sixteenth century. This period constitutes a significant
phase in the evolution of international commerce and diplomatic ties, coinciding with the peak of the Ottoman Empire’s
political and economic influence and the concomitant emergence of England as an active participant in global politics
and trade. In 1553, Sultan Suleiman the Magnificent bestowed a capitulation of commercial privileges upon the English
merchant and explorer Anthony Jenkinson, marking the inception of formal relations between the two states in the realm
of trade. Of particular significance in the development of these relations were the occurrences of 1579—1580, during
which English merchants affiliated with the Muscovy Company commenced vigorous commercial operations within the
Western Caspian region. Here they interacted with the Ottoman Pasha Osman Ozdemiroglu, who at that time held a key
role in consolidating Ottoman influence within the Caucasus. It is noteworthy that, contrary to prevailing assumptions,
the genesis of these contacts did not transpire in the Mediterranean, but rather within the Caucasus. Consequently, the
Caucasus emerged as the locus of the initial establishment of direct commercial linkages between Ottoman authorities
and English merchants. Subsequently, this interaction served as a crucial phase in the evolution of official inter-state
commercial relations, a trajectory that continued within the purview of the Levant Company, founded on September 11,
1581. The article underscores the significance of employing general historical and comparative historical analysis as the
primary research methodologies. Particular emphasis is placed upon the utilization of archival sources preserved within
Turkey, many of which previously remained beyond the purview of scholarly investigation. For the first time in Russian, the
text of the Ottoman-English treaty of 1580 is published, constituting a substantial contribution to scholarly dissemination
and facilitating a more profound comprehension of the incipient stages of trade and diplomatic ties between the Ottoman
Empire and England.

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SUFI MODELS OF AN IDEAL MUSLIM
IN DAGESTAN (17th — 19th CENTURIES)

Abstract. The article examines the history of Sufism in Daghestan through the lens of specific behavioral models. Across
various historical periods, Sufi communities held differing perceptions of what an ideal Muslim should be and through
which practices this ideal could be cultivated. An analysis of the genre repertoire within Daghestani manuscript collections
indicates that Sufi literature in Daghestan developed unevenly. Prior to the 18th century, the works of Abii Hamid al-
Ghazali were widely disseminated in Daghestan. Additionally, between the 16th and 18th centuries, the Khalwatiyya works
entered the local intellectual tradition and coexisted with those of al-Ghazali. In the 18th century, interest in Sufism in
Daghestan declined, as evidenced by the near cessation of manuscript copying of Sufi texts. However, in the 19th century,
local scholars once again began copying Sufi works, coinciding with the spread of the Nagshbandiyya brotherhood in
Daghestan. During this period, the writings of al-Ghazali and Khalwatiyya shayikhs were also reintegrated into the local
literary tradition. An analysis of Sufi literature copied in Daghestan reveals three primary models representing the ideal
type of Muslim. The first model emphasizes strict adherence to ethical norms intertwined with Islamic normative practices.
The second model highlights the significance of esoteric practices. The third model focuses on Sufi ritual practice. These
models did not displace one another but coexisted during certain historical periods. The plurality of these models shaped
a diversity of behavioral patterns among Daghestani Muslims, who identified themselves through adherence to one model
or another.

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Introduction. Muslim Personality Models

Sufism has occupied a significant place in the life of the Muslims in Dagestan for many centuries. Over
years of archaeographic work, historians from Dagestan have recorded hundreds of Sufi texts from the region,
including more than 60 original works by Dagestani authors.

In studying these Sufi texts, one notices recurring terms such as selthood (nafs), ethics (akhlaq), asceticism
(zuhd), trust in God (tawakkul), divine love (‘ishq), etc. The common thread in these Sufi texts is their focus
on the moral self-improvement of Muslims. However, there were variations in certain historical periods within
Sufi groups regarding how an ideal Muslim should be cultivated.

In this article, I focus on what these sources reveal about the lived experiences of Dagestani Muslims and
how they applied their religious beliefs and their notions of what it means to be an ideal Muslim (al-insan al-
kamil). My main hypothesis is that Sufi literature serves as a medium for expressing how the author perceives
himself as a Muslim and how he attempts to embody his understanding of being an ideal Muslim in his per-
sonal life.

The study of Sufi literature, alongside the theory and practice of Sufism in Dagestan, made it possible to iden-
tify several distinct behavioral models for self-cultivation and how Muslims are encouraged to pursue this ideal.
The coexistence of different models during certain periods was typical. Some models prevailed over the others,
and this diversity in behavioral models has been a characteristic feature of Dagestan for many centuries.

The “Moral subject” model

The integration of Derbent, first into the Arab Caliphate and later into the Seljuk state, led to the formation
of strong scientific and educational ties between the Muslim elite of Derbent and scholars in the Middle East.
Beginning in the 11th century, many members of Derbent’s intellectual elite were educated at the renowned
al-Nizamiyya madrasa in Baghdad, where Aba Hamid al-Ghazali taught for most of his life. Upon returning to
their homeland, these scholars established madrasas and educational circles in mosques, modeled after the al-
Nizamiyya [1, pp. 267—268]. This resulted in the widespread dissemination of educational literature associated
with al-Nizamiyya’s activities in Dagestan, including numerous works by al-Ghazali or those inspired by him.
Al-Ghazali’s works would continue to play an influential role in Islamic thought in Dagestan for centuries. In
Dagestan, al-Ghazali was primarily revered as a Sufi shaykh, and his writings were regarded as the foremost,
if not the only, authoritative sources on Muslim ethics for several centuries. One of the most popular works of
al-Ghazali include Minhaj al-‘abidin, Ayyuha-Il-walad written in the genre of ethical guidance that the author
gives to his student* as well as his other work Bidayat al-hidaya.

The intended audience of Bidayat al-Hidaya were students, and the text aims to educate Muslims on how
to approach their journey towards becoming an ideal Muslim. The work comprises an introduction and two
main sections. Al-Ghazali begins this essay by appealing to readers who are about to embark on the study of
Islamic sciences. He emphasizes that these studies should not be pursued for personal gain or to achieve social
status, but solely for the purpose of “guiding Muslims along the true path” [3, pp. 59—60]. In particular, Al-
Ghazali writes:

“I will show you where the path of truth begins, so that you experience your selfhood (nafs) with it. If you
see that your heart is inclined towards it, and your essence obeys it, then you can strive for the ultimate goal
of the true path and immerse yourself in the study of the sea of sciences. If your heart is not following this,
then know that your selfhood (nafs), striving for the study of sciences, is essentially the essence leading to evil,
subordinate to the Satan who will deceive you into the abyss of disasters” [3, p. 61].

Here, Al-Ghazali emphasizes that the study of the Islamic sciences should be undertaken with the sole in-
tention of educating oneself and others on the true path, thereby earning God’s approval. Otherwise, if used for
worldly aims, the scholar will face divine punishment on the Day of Judgment, and the pursuit will ultimately
fail.

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Further al-Ghazali outlines three main components of Muslim ritual practice (‘ibada): ritual purity (rahara),
ritual prayer (salat) and fasting (sawm). Unlike other theologians, al-Ghazali not only discusses obligatory ac-
tions to be performed during ritual ablution or prayer, but also considers additional prayers, the reading of
which, in his opinion, is highly desirable.

The subsequent section of his work is dedicated to the ethical norms Muslims should observe in society, as
well as in their personal communication with God.

In his work, the ethics of performing every action (awakening, ritual ablution, eating, going to bed, etc.)
occupies an important place and is closely intertwined with ritual practices. According to al-Ghazali, an ideal
Muslim is not only one who fulfills all five of God’s obligatory duties. In his view, all these practices should be
part of the daily life and should be closely intertwined with morality. This emphasis on the place of the Muslim
in society in terms of morality is the main feature of al-Ghazali’s works [3, pp. 114-115].

Hence, merely observing the five pillars of Islam is not enough to become an ideal Muslim. Only the per-
son, who while observing all the precepts of Islam, also benefits people and society through his actions, truly
conforms to the Muslim ideal. According to al-Ghazali therefore, the cultivation of an ideal Muslim must in-
clude both instruction in correct ritual practices and emphasis on conducting oneself in a manner that benefits
others.

It is important to note that morality, as the main category for defining the ideal Muslim, permeates not
only his work in the field of Sufism, law or philosophy [4, pp. 111—127]. Al-Ghazal1 also draws close attention to
the issue of cultivating moral subjects in the field of education, since it is the future Muslim elites who will be
responsible for raising ideal Muslims [5, pp. 316—319].

The popularity of al-Ghazali’s works in Dagestan can partially be explained by the fact that he wrote for
a variety of target audiences and that his works include accessible educational material. The interest in al-
Ghazali’s works in Dagestan is evident in the manuscript copying practices of the region.

The Collection of Oriental Manuscripts of the Institute of History, Archaeology and Ethnography in
Makhachkala, which comprises more than 5000 works, includes 105 copies of al-Ghazali’s works, which is
slightly more than 2%. Considering that the total number of works on ethics and Sufism make up more than
4% of the collection, al-Ghazali’s work account for almost half of this category.

The other private and public collections paint a similar picture. In all the eight private and state collections
I investigated, there were 164 manuscripts of works by al-Ghazali. The figure below displays in what century
the texts were copied.?

2. All figures presented below are based on a statistical analysis of genres, dates and places of copy from private and public collections in
Dagestan (approximately 8000 manuscripts and old printed books).
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As shown in Fig. 1, the overwhelming majority of al-Ghazali’s manuscripts were copied in the 17th century,
with more copies produced in the first half of the century than in the second. Toward the end of the 17th
century and during the first half of the 18th century, interest in al-Ghazali’s work almost entirely disappeared in
Dagestan, and his works were rarely copied. However, interest in al-Ghazali’s works resurged at the beginning
of the 19th century.

In the 15th — 17th centuries, al-Ghazali’s works occupied a dominant position in the field of Muslim ethics
in general and Sufi ethics in particular. Interest in his works in Dagestan re-emerged at the start of the 19th
century, which corresponds to the spread of Nagshbandiyya in Dagestan.

Interest in Sufi literature declined in Dagestan at the start of the 20th century, as it did throughout the
Muslim world. The figure below shows when manuscripts on Muslim ethics and Sufism from the Dagestan
collections were copied.

Al-Ghazali strictly approaches Sufi practice, evaluating its compliance with the Qur’an and Sunna. Unlike
other Sufi theologians, al-Ghazali rarely focuses on irrational experience, except when discussing knowledge of
God, who is beyond all definitions. In his works, ritual practice is closely intertwined with a deep immersion in
moral aspects, effectively minimizing the extreme degree of exaltation of Sufism. Al-Ghazali develops a more
strict form of Sufism, and, by evaluating Sufi practices on the basis of the Shari‘a, he brings Sufism as close as
possible to Shari‘a principles.

This model is characterized by the definition and classification of Sufi terms and concepts, their interpre-
tation, and a deep immersion in ethics. There is a significant emphasis on explaining Sufi “stations” (al-ma-
gamat) and “states” (al-ahwal), as well as the interpretation of emotions such as repentance, fear, trust in God,
joy, and sadness. These terms and concepts are closely intertwined with the norms of Islamic practices.

Al-Ghazali’s Sufism is not an elite movement. In his works, there are no complex Sufi practices and rituals
intended solely for a select group. Instead, al-Ghazali appeals to all Muslims and formulates his ethics precepts
for the Muslim society (umma) as a whole. By reaching a wide range of readers, these works had a profound
impact on the norms of societal behavior, the moral aspects of Muslim life.

In al-Ghazali’s works, the utterances of the Prophet Muhammad (hadith) serve both to illustrate the ideal
behavior of a Muslim and as an unconditional absolutization of the statements of the Prophet Muhammad and
as an irreproachable authority in matters of law, morality and ethics.

The “Esoteric subject” model

In parallel with al-Ghazali, one can find the coexistence in the same period of the works of the Khalwatiyya
shaykhs. Moreover, the works of the Khalwatiyya shaykhs begin to spread exactly when those of al-Ghazali
start their sharp rise in popularity in the 16th century and interest in the shaykhs’ ideas continues to follow suit
to that in those of al-Ghazalx.

Penetrating into Dagestan through Shirvan, this brotherhood first spread in southern Dagestan [6, 105—111;
7, Pp. 97—102; 8, pp. 179—188]. Gradually moving northwest, it expanded to Central Dagestan and ultimately
reached Western Dagestan [9, pp. 70—81], an area that had only recently been Islamized. Extant Sufi genealo-
gies of this brotherhood indicate the presence of shaykhs from this branch in various regions of Dagestan from
the 16th to the first half of the 17th centuries.

Although the history, theory, and practice of this brotherhood’s spread have already garnered scholarly
attention [10; 11, pp. 101—119], the Dagestan branch remains largely unexplored. It would be inappropriate to
rely solely on existing scholarship about Khalwatiyya in Egypt or the Ottoman Empire, as this brotherhood is
characterized by diverse branches, each with its own distinctive features, including variations in ritual prac-
tices across different regions [12, pp. 69, 74—78]. A notable characteristic of this model is its emphasis on
esotericism and occult knowledge. According to this model, through esoteric knowledge and practices one can
achieve the status of an ideal Muslim. For this reason, I have named this model the “Esoteric subject.” Consid-
ering the complex rituals and the elitism associated with this model, the shaykhs exemplify the ideal type of
Muslim that their disciples should strive to emulate.? According to the Khalwati shaykhs, the Sufis adhere to
the orders of God more faithfully than others and avoid all that God prohibits. In their opinion, Sufis cleanse
their hearts of defilement and are therefore “purer” than others [13, p. 57]. Thus, the activity of the Khalwatiyya
order in Dagestan was characterized by the inclusion of a narrow, exclusive circle in its brotherhood, which
indicates the elitism of this group. On the other hand, due to its limitations and emphasis on being chosen,
coupled with its complex ritual practices, it was considered marginal in Dagestan. Similar isolation and elitism
within the Khalwatiyya, as well as the shaykhs’ sib interactions, are characteristic of other regions as well [11,
pp. 110—119].

Researchers note that with post-Mongol Persianate developments, leading up to the colonial period, the
occult sciences constituted roughly half of Islamicate natural and mathematical sciences [14, p. 311]. Originat-
ing from a predominantly Persianate region, this deeply influenced the esoterization of the Khalwatiyya order.
Consequently, the Khalwatiyya could not escape the influence of Shi‘ism, and more specifically, Twelverism.
The Khalwatiyya shaykhs attributed their spiritual genealogy (silsila) to ‘Ali b. Ab1 Talib, who was greatly
respected within this order [12, p. 75]. Dagestani Khalwati shaykh Ahmad al-Zirihgirani (d. 1560s) highlighted
the sacred significance of the number 12. He pointed out that the basic formula of monotheism practiced in this
brotherhood — “there is no deity but God” (aU1 VI 441 ¥) — contains exactly 12 Arabic letters. According to al-Zirih-
girani, the practice of theomnemia (dhikr) was inspired to the Prophet Muhammad by the angel Jibil, who then
instructed his cousin and son-in-law ‘Ali b. Abi Talib to teach the dhikr. In addition, when the Prophet Musa
struck a rock with his staff, 12 springs emerged in this place.+

In general, the occult meaning of Arabic numbers and letters (ilm al-arqam wa-Il-huriif) is a distinctive
feature among the followers of this brotherhood. In their works, shaykhs often attribute sacred meanings to
certain terms, uncovering these meanings through the esoteric interpretation of letters and numbers. So, in the
term “faqgr” (i.e., poverty), they distinguish three root letters — F-Q-R. According to the Khalwatiyya shaykhs,
the “F” stands for the dissolution in the essence of God (al-Fana’), “Q” — for the approach to the knowledge of
God (al-Qurba), and “R” — for the ability to contemplate God (al-Ru'ya).5

The Khalwatiyya order also attached great importance to the interpretation of dreams. The disciples had to
share their dreams with their shaykhs, who would then determine the disciple’s level of piety he had reached on
that basis.® This focus on dream interpretation may be related to the interest in works on the magic of numbers
and letters in Dagestan.

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In this model, the Prophet Muhammad remains a central figure, serving as the primary example of ethical
behavior. However, there is an increased emphasis on the role of Sufi shaykhs, who are seen as being morally
similar to the Prophet Muhammad. Ahmad al-Zirihgirani described two types of messengers of God. The first,
whom he named “initial” (al-asli), are the prophets. The latter, whom he named “emergent” (al-far1), are
the Sufi shaykhs who “were sent by God to the Muslims through the Prophet Muhammad” and who “are the
spiritual heirs of the Prophet Muhammad” and whom Muslims “must unconditionally believe in everything”.”

The “Esoteric subject” model is characterized by a deep immersion in cosmography and an esoteric inter-
pretation of the universe’s origins within the framework of Muslim dogma. Yasuf al-MuskurT’s treatise “Tifl
al-ma‘an” serves as a notable example of this approach. In his work, al-Muskuri delves into the origins of the
world, angels, and Divine light, interpreting these elements from an esoteric perspective.® Such a bias towards
esoteric explanations of dogma frequently intertwined with numerology and mystical interpretations of letters.
This approach was a defining characteristic of the model. Such complex and mystical aspects — the magic of
numbers and letters, dream interpretation, and esoteric understandings of the world’s origin — were typically
beyond the reach of uneducated Muslims. This exclusive knowledge provided a means of spiritual enhance-
ment and was characteristic of the Khalwatiyya order in Dagestan.

The Khalwatiyya shaykhs were a group of Sufi theologians with close intellectual ties, who set exceptionally
high standards for anyone seeking to join their order. Neophytes had to undergo the “leaving” (%illa) — a daunt-
ing set of initiation rituals which emphasized ascetism. Only after having passed the #illa could one become
a full member of the brotherhood. The Khalwatiyya shaykhs were especially strict with the neophytes. The
initiation process was accompanied by a complex ceremony, which included forty days of solitude (khalwat),
additional prayers, with an emphasis on asceticism.

Contrary to Khalwatiyya, Al-Ghazali’s works provide a model of behavior that is not only wider in scope
than that of the Khalwatiyya shaykhs but also universal instead of limited in its application. This is evident in
the small number of Khalwatiyya works that were distributed in Dagestan compared to those by al-Ghazali.

As shown in Fig. 3, the largest number of manuscripts was copied in the second half of the 16th to the first
half of the 17th century. This period corresponds to the era when the Khalwatiyya were at the peak of their
influence. In the 19th century, interest in the works of the Khalwatiyya shaykhs grew once again. This was due
to the emergence of the Nagshbandiya order in Dagestan.

Because Shi‘a influences are evident in the Khalwatiyya, the works of al-Ghazali, who adhered to strict Sunni
positions, served as a counterbalance for the Khalwatiyya shaykhs. Al-Ghazali’s moderate Sufism conflicted
with the Khalwatiyya’s tendency to manifest an extreme form of Sufism on issues such as the interpretation of

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dreams and the magic of numbers. These two models did not merge but coexisted for some time. Moreover, it
is likely that, due to their opposing ideas, these models competed with each other. Similar confrontations and
criticisms of the Khalwatiyya shaykhs can be observed in other regions of the Islamic world [15, pp. 265—288;
16, pp. 147-170].

As we see in Fig. 4, by the 18th century, interest in Sufism had diminished in Dagestan — not only in the
works of al-Ghazali and the Khalwati shaykhs, but in Sufism as a whole. During this period, Dagestani scholars
copied relatively few manuscripts on Sufism. This decline in interest can be attributed to the rapid develop-
ment of Islamic law in 18th-century Dagestan, which prioritized rational interpretation of the Qur’an and
Sunna over occult practices, as well as the formulation of new legal norms and their strict observance [17, pp.
239—280]. The vigorous advancement of Islamic law, rationalist ideas, and the developments in logic and the
natural sciences during that time contributed to a decreased interest among Dagestani scholars in the mystical
experiences of Sufis. Consequently, fewer Sufi works were copied during this period, particularly since the in-
stitutionalized Khalwati brotherhood ceased to exist by the late 17th century.

“Reflective subject” model

At the onset of the 19th century, Sufi ideas gained popularity once again. This renewed interest was largely
due to the emergence of the Nagshbandiyya order at the first third of 19th century, and later, in the 20th cen-
tury, the Shadhiliyya brotherhoods [18, pp. 41—71; 19, pp. 43—56; 20, pp. 141-168].°

Unlike the Khalwatiyya, the Nagshbandiyya and, particularly, the Shadhiliyya succeeded in developing ac-
cessible educational resources that appealed to the masses [18, pp. 41—71; 19, pp. 43—56].

In the 19th century, along with the widespread growth of the Nagshbandiyya in Dagestan, there was also a
revival of interest in the works of al-Ghazali and other older Sufi texts. The features of this model are evident in
the numerous treatises written by Dagestani Nagshbandi shaykhs [22, pp. 75—91]. The majority of these works
have a consistent structure and address similar themes and issues. One notable example is Shaykh Jamal al-
Din al-Ghazighumuqt’s “Adab al-mardiyya fi-t-tariga al-Naqshbandiyya,” which is one of the earliest works
in the region dedicated to the ethics and ritual practices of the Nagshbandiyya order [23]. The text consists
of introduction and eleven chapters. In the introduction, al-Ghazighumuqi emphasizes that the first step
of a novice is to study the attributes of God, such as eternity, incorruptibility, omnipotence, as well as their
opposites that are not inherent in God.

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The first chapter of the work “Adab al-mardiyya” begins with a discussion of the initial stage of joining
the Nagshbandiyya order, namely repentance (tawba). According to al-Ghazighumuqy, this is the first ritual
practice that a Muslim must perform, as it is essential for cleansing oneself of sins and progressing on the
path of spiritual self-improvement [23, p. 6]. He emphasizes the importance of purifying the soul, removing
sinful qualities, and cultivating praiseworthy ones. Al-Ghazighumuqi concludes the chapter by stating, “He
who warns against blameworthy qualities and cultivates meritorious qualities, follows the path of the Prophet
Muhammad and the pious saints” [23, p. 26].

Al-Ghazighumudqi describes the successive stages of Nagshbandiyya ritual practice, including the initiation
of an adept into brotherhood, the procedure and conditions for performing individual and collective practices
of dhikr, spiritual communication with the Prophet Muhammad through a chain of shaykhs (rabita) and soli-
tude (khalwat).

Describing the practice of dhikr, al-Ghazighumudqi states: “Prior to performing dhikr, the disciple must
envision himself as sinful, weak, devoid of any will of his own and entirely dependent on the divine mercy of
God Almighty. He should imagine having passed away, being enshrouded, interred in a tomb, abandoned by
people, left in solitude within the dark confines of the grave, and presenting himself before God in a state of hu-
mility and submission... the disciple must perpetually maintain the visage of his shaykh in his heart, displaying
self-effacement in his presence, demonstrating readiness for self-sacrifice in favor of his shaykh, and refraining
from any form of disagreement with him.” [23, pp. 43, 71].

Another Dagestani Nagshbandi shaykh, Hasan al-Qah1 (1852-1937), in his description of the relationship
between a shaykh and his disciple, emphasized that the latter should conduct himself in the presence of the
shaykh as though he were deceased, lying before the individual responsible for his ritual cleansing. The disciple
ought not to oppose his shaykh in any matter and must relinquish the notion of possessing an individual soul
[24, p. 444; 25, p. 153].

In other words, the murid is required to suppress any impulse towards expressing individual subjectivity.
According to the shaykhs, an ideal Muslim, who must inherently be a Sufi, should follow the path laid out by
the shaykh without question, fully entrusting himself to the shaykh’s guidance. The Nagshbandiyya also em-
phasizes sensory emotionality as an indicator of correctly performed rituals. For instance, Sufis are expected
to experience symptoms such as a rapid heartbeat, the transmission of energy at the reception of divine energy
(lata’if), accelerated breathing, and the presence of a specific scent, among others. The presence and regularity
of certain sensory perceptions during spiritual practices are seen as indicators of their correct execution and
the practitioner’s advancement towards spiritual brotherhood. Similar explanations of sensory perceptions
that Sufis should feel are found in almost all Nagshbandi works. These writings describe that during practic-
es such as rabita (feeling a pleasant smell), muraqaba (feeling a pleasant trembling in the heart), and dhikr
(feeling a pleasant warmth), the murid should experience these specific sensations [26, pp. 231, 314]. The
focus on sensual experiences resulting from ritual practices is a distinctive feature of the teachings of Nagsh-
bandi shaykhs. These sensory perceptions, which defy rational explanation, serve as a foundation for the Sufi
assertion that understanding God cannot be achieved through rational means alone. Instead, a deep, personal
connection between the disciple and his shaykh enables the transfer of esoteric knowledge and experience
from one to another.

Between the 1850s and 1930s, Nagshbandiyya and Shadhiliyya shaykhs wrote more than 60 original books
on Sufism, which were widely copied by the Dagestani scholars [20, p. 141]. This extensive dissemination of
these texts shows the coverage of a wide mass of the population by this movement, their inclusion in specific
networks and the influence of shaykhs on the formation of certain behavioral models on Muslims. Further-
more, these networks permeated all social strata, demonstrating their extensive influence and serving as a
clear model of behavior.

The “Reflective subject” model pays particular attention to the personality of the Prophet Muhammad than
was the case in the earlier works of the Sufi shaykhs. He is not only a weighty argument in certain impera-
tives, but his personality in itself embodies the ideal model of who any Muslim should strive to become. The
Nagshbandi practices such rabira, istighatha, tawassul, as well as in a spiritual genealogy (silsila), illustrate
the deep, unbreakable bond between the shaykhs and the Prophet Muhammad. The personality of the Prophet
Muhammad is not only an abstract embodiment of the norms and provisions of Legal norms, and ethics, but is
intimately accessible to every Sufi through these spiritual practices.
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Another feature of this model is the emergence of the hagiographic genre in Dagestan, depicting the per-
sonalities of certain saints and Sufi shaykhs, following Prophet Muhammad, as exemplars of an ideal Muslim.
Interestingly, within this model, the genealogy of the Sufi sheikhs, closely linked to Prophet Muhammad, gains
prominence. In the 19th century, Dagestan witnessed the development of new literature that described the
Prophet’s moral characteristics, his life experiences (sira), and praised him (munajat). Furthermore, the liter-
ature was not purely theoretical but had significant practical implications during sermons (khurba) and other
gatherings (majlis, mawlid), especially in the context of delineating the ideal personality of the Prophet Mu-
hammad. The emotional connection with the Prophet Muhammad’s personality and his life as an exemplary
model is a distinct characteristic of this model. A similar interest in the personality of the Prophet Muhammad
is observed in the spread of Nagshbandiyya across other regions of the Islamic world, notably in the Volga-Ural
region and the Ottoman Empire [27, pp. 87, 100].

During the 19th century, works that discussed the biography and the personal, both internal and external,
qualities of the Prophet Muhammad reached their peak popularity in Dagestan. The manuscripts detailing the
personality of the Prophet Muhammad, preserved in Dagestani private and public collections, were predomi-
nantly composed or copied in the 19th or at the onset of the 20th century.

The figure above illustrates the spread of some genres of manuscripts that are characterized for certain models.
Firstly, we can see that the Sufi literature began to develop from the 15th till the first half of 17th century. From
the second half of the 17th century to the end of the 18th century, interest in Sufism declines, and again increases
throughout the 19th century. At the same time, we see a consistent growth of treatises on legal theory, which reaches
its peak in the late 18th and early 19th centuries. With regard to the literature on the Prophet Muhammad, the figure
shows the complete absence of these treatises until the first half of the 17th century. Starting from the 18th century
and up to the end of the 19th century, the interest in the biography of the Prophet Muhammad is growing sharply. In
the 19th century we see the peak of the spread of treatises on legal theory, Sufism and the biography of the Prophet
Muhammad. The dissemination of manuscripts of these genres in the context of their chronology allows us to con-
clude that since the 19th century the Dagestani Muslims had a choice of several models. This alternative shows the
subjectivity of the Muslim in their behavioral models.

Conclusion

The history of Sufism in Dagestan shows several stages of development, which correspond to different
behavioral models. Prior to the 19th century, the focus was on general issues of Islamic ethics and morality,
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delving into the moral and ethical norms of Sufism with a wide coverage of theosophical and speculative el-
ements. Among these works, there are essays similar to the work of al-Ghazali’s “Bidayat al-hidaya,” which
were accessible and intended to familiarize students directly with Sufi ethics by engaging them in these texts.
This behavioral mode, named the “Moral subject”, predominant in al-Ghazali’s works, transcended mere in-
tellectual exploration. Instead, the moral and ethical imperatives outlined by al-Ghazali served as a behavioral
model due to their comprehensibility to novice students and broad social strata of Muslims.

During the same period, the ideas of the Khalwatiyya shaykhs also spread, appealing to the Muslim intel-
lectual elite and emphasizing esoteric and occult matters over moral self-improvement. The personality of the
Prophet Muhammad, as an embodiment of the ideal Muslim, is implied in this model but appears to a greater
extent in a legendary context. What we know about the personality of the Prophet Muhammad is regarded
primarily as a source to justify explicit moral imperatives. Scholars in this model use the Prophet’s statements
to support arguments such as “you have to be like that, because the Prophet Muhammad said it.” This model
is characterized more by an emphasis on what the Prophet Muhammad said rather than on who he was in the
context of his personality, portraying him as an ideal Muslim to be emulated.

The third model arises from a renewed focus on ethics, with a deeper emphasis on specific practices. Ac-
cording to this model, the ideal Muslim is the one who follows the great shaykh, performing all the Nagsh-
bandiyya or Shadhiliyya practice entrusted to him. This model is characterized by personal contact between
the teacher and his disciple. Moreover, a mentor is not only one who explains and “inspires” (talgin) the order
of performing Sufi practices, but also helps the student to become an ideal Muslim by controlling and encom-
passing the murid’s heart beyond time and space (tawadjjuh) with his inner gaze.

It is important to note that understanding of the ideal Muslim was not merely theoretical, but had signifi-
cant practical implications. In Dagestan, where the Muslim spiritual elite held considerable authority, teachers
(mudarris), scholars (‘ulama’), and judges (qadi) served as exemplars of the “correct” way of life. They actively
engaged in cultivating the ideal Muslim through practical activities like sermons, storytelling, etc. This demon-
strates that Sufi and other Islamic literature were inherently practical, influencing behavioral norms within
Dagestani society. Representatives of each model had their own interpretations of what it means to be an ideal
Muslim and propagated this understanding within society.

Abstract. The applicability of the frontier concept to the North Caucasus has been repeatedly proposed and
substantiated within scholarly literature, including international sources. However, some researchers contest the frontier
interpretation of the historical process of Caucasian incorporation into the Russian Empire, particularly objecting to the
application of the classical (Turner’s) frontier model to the history of the North Caucasian peoples. This study aims to
examine the commonalities and differences between the North Caucasian borderland and other contemporaneous Russian
frontier zones, most notably the Siberian and southern frontiers. Comparing the latter with the North Caucasian case allows
for the application of established methodological approaches from Siberian and South Russian historiography to the North
Caucasian region. This comparison reveals the unique and distinct historical characteristics of each region, contributing
to frontier theory by prompting investigation into the causes of similarities, differences, and evolutionary trajectories of
Russian frontier territories. The study’s methodological foundation is the comparative historical method, incorporating
the frontier concept as an integral analytical framework. This research demonstrates that the North Caucasian frontier
possesses several distinguishing characteristics that set it apart from other Russian contact zones, contributing to its unique
character, despite consistent interactions with the Russian state. A comparative study of the North Caucasian frontier with
other Russian border zones reveals distinct characteristics such as polyfrontierism, its nature as a religious borderland, and
the absence of a “no man's land.” These features warrant further investigation and promise to enhance our understanding
of how Russian influence was established in the North Caucasus. Similarities observed across these frontiers include the
concurrent development and demarcation of state borders, the common practice of Cossack settlement as a vanguard of
Russian colonization, and the element of coercion in settler presence within these frontier zones.

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PRIVATE LIFE IN DAGESTANI AULS
THROUGH CONTEMPORARY ACCOUNTS
(LATE 19TH — EARLY 20TH CENTURY)

Abstract. This study examines private life within Dagestani auls as perceived by contemporary observers. Family life,
often considered a highly conservative domain, exhibits relative resilience to broader societal and state influences. This
research aims to explore specific aspects of private life, namely family structures and the position of women within them,
through the perspectives of Dagestani villagers and Russian visitors during the second half of the 19th and early 20th
centuries. The analysis incorporates works by Abdul Omarov, Maksud Alikhanov, and Karanailov, as well as those of Bashir
Dalgat and Said Gabiev, representatives of the emergent secular democratic intelligentsia. Furthermore, it considers the
views of Muslim intellectual figures such as Ali Kayayev and Abusufyan Akayev regarding women’s familial roles. Russian
authors who documented their experiences in Dagestan, including N. Lvov, N. I. Voronov, N. Dubrovin, and A. T. Vasiliev,
among others, also feature in this study. Employing descriptive, comparative, and historical methodologies, the research
compares and contrasts indigenous and Russian perspectives on family life in Dagestani villages. Source materials include
memoirs published in the “Collections of Information about the Caucasian Mountaineers”, alongside articles from journals
such as “Etnograficheskoe Obozrenie” and “Zhivaya Starina”, and the newspaper “Dzharidat Dagestan”. An examination of
these perspectives on family life reveals that they have both commonalities and differences. Indigenous authors generally
maintained that traditional customs — adats — significantly shaped familial and social dynamics within the highlands,
defining the rights and responsibilities of spouses. Some, aligned with liberal democratic ideals, perceived women’s
position as comparatively disadvantaged. Reform-minded individuals advocated for gender equality within the family unit.
Conversely, Russian authors tended to emphasize the perceived oppression and disempowerment of women in daily life
within the highland communities. This research suggests that despite the inherent conservatism of this domain of social
life, incremental positive shifts were occurring in family structures, arguably influenced by Dagestan’s incorporation into
the Russian Empire.

Abstract. Excavations in the upper deposits of the multilayered Oldowan sites, Muhkai 1 and Muhkai 2, have yielded
compelling evidence for the presence of sites associated with paleochannels and watercourses in the Caucasus during
the late Early Pleistocene. Similar finds within an ancient watercourse bed were also discovered at the base of the lower
stratum of the Ainikab 1 site. The incision itself was formed within bedrock comprising Cretaceous sandstones. This object
is dated to no later than the Olduvai Subchron (1.95-1.78 Ma) of the Matuyama Chron and represents one of the earliest
known instances of archaeological finds within paleochannels. Data from Muhkai 1, specifically layer 5b, indicates that
the cultural remains from such sites contain a rich and diverse assemblage of lithic artifacts, including cores, core-like
pieces, tools, and debitage. The qualitative composition of the lithic assemblage at this site is consistent with the remains
of base camps, likely displaced from their original locations. Culturally, the lithic industry from the watercourse fill exhibits
characteristics of the Early Pleistocene large-flake industry of the Caucasus, representing a transitional phase between the
Oldowan and the Acheulean. The hominins responsible for this industry had mastered the technique of producing large
flakes and regularly utilized these blanks to create large chopping tools (choppers), as well as cutting and scraping tools
(large knives, scrapers). However, the development of large flake production did not lead to the emergence of hand axes in
this region, unlike at the earliest East African sites.

OF RAKUSHECHNY YAR

Abstract. Geometric microliths have been found at various Mesolithic and Neolithic sites throughout the Ponto-
Caspian region. Analysis of assemblages from the Rakushechny Yar settlement, including those excavated by T.D.
Belanovskaya (Excavations I and II) and more recent excavations, reveals consistent typologies of geometric microliths.
The production technologies for these microlith groups share several common features, particularly regarding raw material
selection (likely constrained by limited availability), blank production, and secondary treatment. New excavation areas
and recording methods have enabled the correlation of individual microlith types with chronological microhorizons,
permitting their division into complexes associated with the early Neolithic (c. 5720—5620 and 5670—5520 BC), the final
phase of the early Neolithic (c. 5620-5520/5410—5310 BC), and the late Neolithic/Eneolithic (c. 5474—5046/5010—4549
BC). Microliths constitute approximately 4-6% of the lithic assemblage within individual layers at Rakushechny Yar.
Recent excavations, facilitated by improved methodologies, have significantly expanded the identified range of geometric
microliths. While further excavation may yield a greater quantity of microliths, their proportional representation within
the overall lithic assemblage is expected to remain consistent. This study aims to present a typology of geometric microliths
recovered from Rakushechny Yar, encompassing both those excavated by T.D. Belanovskaya (Excavations I and II) and
those from more recent investigations. The study establishes the chronological placement of microliths, reconstructs the
cultural and historical context of their production and use, and presents the results of macro-wear analysis. Furthermore,
the study considers geographic distribution of the various geometric microliths. Geometric microliths with thinned edges
are predominantly found in the western Ponto-Caspian region. Simple trapezes are a common Neolithic type, frequently
co-occurring with trapezes with thinned backs in the region, or alternatively, predating them. Neolithic sites featuring
microliths with pressure-flaking retouch are widespread across a vast area of the Ponto-Caspian region.

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PLINTH FROM THE GYENOS TEMPLE:
RESULTS OF TEST STUDIES USING
THE BOBRINSKY METHOD AND XRD ANALYSIS

Abstract. Excavations resumed at the Gyenos temple site in 2019 uncovered a considerable collection of plinths. The
diversity of plinths within the site’s masonry suggests varying construction and/or repair phases during its operational
history. This variation likely stems from plinth production by different teams and in separate workshops. This article details
research into the ceramic tradition of preparing the initial plastic raw materials and molding paste. Plinth analysis followed
a methodology previously established for other Eastern Abkhazian sites, incorporating a comprehensive approach utilizing
the method of A.A. Bobrinsky and X-ray Powder Diffraction (XRD). Analyzed plinth fragments originated from two distinct
excavation areas, eastern and western. The study identified three distinct molding paste recipes, with varying frequencies
of occurrence. Comparison of the Gyenos temple’s molding brick paste recipes with those previously analyzed from the
Markul settlement temple revealed notable differences and similarities in manufacturing approaches and traditions.
While these two sites are geographically close (approximately 10 kilometers apart) and situated within the same geological
area characterized by abundant natural admixtures of hematite and goethite-containing ore minerals, implying local
raw material sourcing, they exhibit distinct production characteristics. This proximity and geological similarity strongly
suggest on-site plinth production. The tentative correlation between specific traditions and the temple’s chronological
phases requires further investigation with a larger sample size. The plinth composition analysis has produced compelling
preliminary findings and will be pursued in future research.

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Abstract. This article aims to demonstrate how legends can influence the nature of religious practices and how
understanding of a religious object can differ among people from various traditions. The Jarah-Hekim Monastery of the
Holy Mother of God exemplifies a persistent yet evolving tradition influencing worship and folk beliefs, enduring even after

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Introduction

Located on the eastern shore of Lake Van, the monastery, dedicated to Holy Mother of God [1,
352]' but known by various folk names, was renowned among Armenians for the unique cultural
milieu that flourished around it from the first half of the 19th century until the Great Genocide and
expatriation of Armenians [2, p. 265—266; 3, p. 119—123; 4, p. 62—63; 5, p. 25—26; 6, p. 272—275;
7, p- 79; 8, p. 210]. The monastery drew attention due to the presence of lepers and cripples who
resided around it for many years. This led to the development of a nearby village, named Tiramayr
or Astvatsatsin (Mother of Lord, Mother of God), whose inhabitants subsisted on offerings and gifts
from pilgrims. The monastery’s reputation as a site of miraculous healing was the primary draw for
both pilgrims and those seeking cures.

It is especially intriguing that, despite the limited historical records concerning the monastery,
numerous accounts mention the absence of officiating priests, and ordinary people from the local
community independently managed their religious practices. Nevertheless, they considered them-
selves heirs of the convent (or once cloister) and often made long journeys to gather offerings for the
sacral place from people living abroad.

In older sources the monastery was called 9ntsayeats St. Mother of God, and Eremia K'éom-
iwrcean (17" century) mentions it as Hondzanents Holy Mother of God in his map of sanctuaries
(9, Tavola 14, N2 447). According to surviving colophons in medieval Armenian manuscripts, the
monastery is referenced as early as the 13th century. However, there remains some confusion with
another nearby monastery — Krsnkavank (The Crane Monastery).

The most sacral object stored in the monastery was the kerchief of the Mother of God brought
there by the apostle Thaddeus, according to the legend.

Today, the monastery is gone, with no physical trace remaining. We haven’t found a single photo-
graph or image of it. However, fragments of memory concerning the convent and its traditions have
been preserved in local folklore. None of the storytellers mention any epigraphic inscriptions on
the monastery walls. Furthermore, neither European travellers of the 17th-18th centuries nor mod-
ern-day tourists make any reference to the monastery itself. It’s as if the monastery abruptly appears
in the historical record and then vanishes just as suddenly at the beginning of the 20th century.

The Monastery of the Mother of God and Raffi’s account of the pilgrimage

The monastery Surb Tiramayr was located on a hill not far from the lake Van in the region (na-
hiye) of Timar of the Ottoman empire (now in Gevash province, Turkey). Its popular names were
Asparatsin [5, p. 25], Khatun Tiramayr, or Khatun Yeghnik (“Lady Deer”) Tiramer, Balak gyumbet
(“Spotty dome”) [10, p. 19], Kanach chumbar (“Green kerchief”, referencing the relic stored in the
monastery) [11, p. 98]. Till the end of 19" century only two priests served at the monastery?, and peo-
ple still remembered the vicar named Aharon who served during peaceful times [6, p. 272, 274]. Yet,
the most common name was Jarah-hekim (“The Healer of Wounds”) Surb Tiramayr, or Tiramer.
According to one version, even the toponym Timar is a shortened form of the name of the convent —
Tiramayr>Timar.3

In this recent text we can see a version of the legend slightly different from what is familiar from other sources: “The province got its name
from the Yncaits Surb Astvatsatsin monastery (Holy Mother of God’s Treasury) or Hatun Tiramayr, located near the village of Norshen
on the northeastern shore of Van, directly opposite the island of Lim. This monastery is more known as Spitak Vank (White) or Asparacin
(Shield-bearing). This monastery had only one church with a dome made of white stone.

According to legend, on the site of the Asparacin monastery was one of the oldest temples or shrines of Armenia, destroyed in the 4 cen-
tury (sic!) by the apostle Thaddeus. In the church laid on the site of the ancient sanctuary, the apostle walled up the Mother of God’s head
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A tradition existed of wandering legates, or collectors of offerings, who travelled to various Ar-
menian-populated areas. These individuals were typically villagers or ailing pilgrims who had found
refuge at the sanctuary. They carried relics from the monastery and other sacred objects, using them
to bless people or simply soliciting alms on behalf of the monastery. This practice was considered
essential for those afflicted with the “seal of St. Tiramayr” (i.e., ulcers and other ailments) to find a
cure. The legates received numerous contributions and gifts for the monastery, and sometimes even
expropriated spotted animals (called balak in Turkish) — such as horses and cows — which were be-
lieved to be consecrated to St. Balak Tiramayr [2, p. 266; 6, p. 275; 10, p. 19].

Some sources mention crowded pilgrimages to the convent and their term — The Feast of the
Transformation (Dormation) of the Holy Mother of God in August [12, p. 151; 11, p. 37—38] but pro-
vide less detail about the rituals performed there.

The most detailed illustration of the ritual forms is given by Raffi in his novel “Sparks” [13, p. 432—
441, 453—454, 457—458]. Besides the main church, there are several additional sacral buildings and
objects of worship such as Vichaki rock (“Boulder of Fate”), Katnaghbyur (“milky spring”) basin. In
a fiction-like but thorough account Raffi reports on the unusual lifestyle of inhabitants of the village
Tiramayr (whom he calls “lazy and stupid” since they never engaged in farming or cattle-breeding but
lived at the expense of donations given for the convent) and the legates (called maghdssi — pilgrims)
of the monastery who confiscated oxen, cows, buffalos, and horses “for the sake” of the monastery,
took cripple, disabled children and relics in the journey from village to village with the aim to gather
money and gifts. Raffi gives a description of the game of chance (see below), the festive market, the
ceremonial passage of pilgrims between the two rows of sitting “The Holy Mother’s Pitiful Ones” (i.
e. the “victims” of the saint) to the parvis connected with the main church with a small door that was
paradoxically called “gate” (darpas).

Telling about the pilgrimage, Raffi mentions the display of sacred objects within the cathe-
dral, fortune-tellers in trance, the ritual of forging sibling bonds, and young rope-walkers per-
forming outside the monastery walls. His depiction of pilgrims arriving from various regions of
historical Armenia and setting up their tents around the monastery is particularly significant for
understanding the extent of the convent’s influence and its geographical reach. Raffi highlights
certain rites that appear reminiscent of pre-Christian ceremonies and customs. One such rite,
performed by the legates, involved placing a relic or a cross from the monastery into a sieve and
allowing children seated beneath it to receive the holy power believed to flow through the holes
[13, p. 433]. The author describes another rite, comparing it to the oracle at Delphi. This involves
the prophesying of a young woman in a trance state (referred to as ankavor or “falling one,”
possibly epileptic). The woman lies on the ground, shivering and uttering seemingly meaning-
less phrases or rhymed verses. She sometimes calls out the names of those present and speaks
in sentences largely incomprehensible to the audience. An acolyte stands nearby, murmuring
prayers and periodically placing a cross into the woman’s mouth. This acolyte then interprets
her utterances, typically prescribing offerings to be brought to the monastery. [13, p. 437—439].
Raffi notes a little girl sitting on a rock and foretelling the future for children. Even traditional
dramatic contests of improvising musicians in the context of the pilgrimage rites are reminiscent
from pagan times to the author [13, p. 436—437].

Meanwhile, Raffi views the monastery and its surroundings as a manifestation of St. Nerses’
(4th-century patriarch) reforms. He sees it as a refuge for individuals and families suffering from
various illnesses, embodying the concept of a hospital-sanctuary for the sick. Raffi believes hospitals
originated in monasteries, citing the old convent of St. Tiramayr as an example [13, p. 435]4.

Although the novel was published in the 1880s, the writer presents an earlier period in the sanc-

veil —lachak, brought by him to Armenia, due to which the monastery began to be called Yncaits Surb Astvatsatsin. ...Over time, the village
began to be called Verin Timar after its church, now the Kurds call it Pir-Karib...”. One curios expression of this fragment is indication of
the popular name “Spitak Vank” (White Monastery) unknown to us from other sources. Usually, Armenians call that way churches con-
structed of white stone, and there is no other mentioning of that color of material in other sources. Instead, other authors report on black
and white walls of the church. Equally undocumented is the Kurdish name of the convent — “Pir-Karib”.

tuary’s history, a time he perceives as better, when church servants still performed regular divine
services and liturgy, blessed salt for sacrifices, read personal prayers for believers, etc. Other sources
offer little information on the architectural structures, or simply mention that the church was con-
structed with contrasting white and black stones, hence the name balak gyumbet (“spotted, multi-
coloured dome”) [6, p. 272, 274]. Raffi describes the interior of the church as follows:

“The interior construction of the Holy Mother of Lord monastery has the same form that one
can see in other churches of this region whose age reaches the fifth century, that is, the cathedral is
separated from the vestibule called “gate”. People stay in the gate, and the divine service proceeds
in the church so that spectators do not see the clergymen. Only one door leads from the cathedral to
the gate, where the celebrant of the Liturgy arrives from time to time to perform a proper ceremony”
[13, p. 454—455].

Raffi’s description evokes the structure of an old church, such as Hovhannavank, lending cre-
dence to the idea that Surb Tiramayr might date back to the early Christian period. This suggests
that the folk belief attributing the church’s construction to an apostle (discussed below) may not be
entirely unfounded.

Raffi describes a ritual where pilgrims approach the Boulder of Fate and attempt to attach small
stones to it. The belief is that if the stones adhere, the pilgrim’s wish will be granted.> He goes on to
describe the Milky spring located in a nearby gorge, situated beneath a large rock where the water
has formed a basin. Pilgrims would bathe in this basin, believing it would cure them from various
ailments [13, p. 441, 457].

In contrast, Mirakhorean makes no mention of the Boulder of Fate or the Milky spring. Instead,
he highlights different sacred sites within the village of Tiramayr, such as the ruined chapels of St.
Hovhannes and St. Simon. He also identifies three other significant locations near the monastery:
Karmir khach (“Red Cross”) and Kapuyt khach (“Blue Cross”) chapels, and the Tomb of the De-
spaired, a place sought by those seeking solace in their despair [6, p. 275—276]. This apparent dis-
crepancy might be explained by the fact that pilgrims originating from different regions likely focused
their veneration on different sacred objects. In Raffi’s account, the pilgrims hailed from Aghbak and
Salmast, while in Mirakhorean’s narrative, they came from Van.

Despite Raffi’s detailed portrayal, he notably omits the legend associated with the renowned sanc-
tuary. Fortunately, this legend has been preserved through other sources.

The Myth according to Mirakhorean, Sherents and Haykuni

The stories surrounding the foundation of St. Tiramayr Monastery are imbued with legendary,
even mythical, qualities. One version links the monastery’s origins to the apostolic era:

“...before Christ this site was a heathen shrine, served by a dedicated priesthood. Three names of
the head priests still sound without distortion, that of Shirak, Zirak and Mirak — three brothers, lords
and dukes of our land. Later, at the dawn of Christianity, when the saint apostle Thaddeus arrived and
preached of Christ, he converted many. These converts planned to destroy the idols and their sanctu-
ary and build in its place a monastery dedicated to St. Mary. Initially, the three priest-lords plotted to
kill Thaddeus. However, the apostle, aware of their substantial following and influence, chose to ne-
gotiate with them. As a result, the brothers assisted in dismantling the pagan shrines and constructing
a monastery on the same site. Thaddeus himself consecrated the right cornerstone, thus establishing
the cloister. He then entrusted the monastery to the brothers for their livelihood.” [6, p. 273—274].

M. Mirakhorean describes the key pilgrimage sites, including a natural basin believed to possess
healing properties. He also notes that a local clan, calling themselves Miragians after one of the for-
mer head priests, resides in the village and claims to be the monastery’s custodians. Representatives
of other ethnic groups, visiting the monastery, and nearby residents simply refer to the village as
Mirak [6, p. 274].

The same story is narrated by Gh. Pirghalemean [16, p. 21-23]. In his version, after baptizing King

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Abgar, St. Thaddeus travelled to lands held by the Gnuni dukes and began preaching. He converted
numerous people and then commenced construction of a cathedral, consecrating the foundation
stone and naming the church St. Mother of God. But prior to the cathedral’s construction, a pagan
pilgrimage site existed on the same location. Idolatry and Zoroastrianism thrived there, and sacred
fire-altars (atrushan) were of great honour. Three brothers—Shirak, Zirak, and Mirak—descended
from the noble Gnuni family, owned the temple and lived lavishly off the sacrifices offered by pil-
grims. Following their conversion, the brothers lost their source of income. Shirak, embittered by
this loss, cursed the newly constructed cathedral. The three brothers then demanded ownership of
the cathedral, claiming the same rights they had held over the former pagan temple. St. Thaddeus,
though grieved, agreed to relinquish the church to them.

For centuries, the local population benefited from the sanctuary and the pilgrims who visited it.
By the 19th century, the inhabitants of the village of Tiramer-Mirak were known as skilled beggars,
disdaining farming and cultivating the land. They believed themselves to be descendants of the an-
cient pagan priests who had served as hosts of the sanctuary.

A shorter version of the story links the location to St. Nerses the Great (5th-century patriarch).
This version claims the church’s site was originally a pagan shrine dedicated to deities named Shirak,
Zirak, and Mirak. St. Nerses is said to have destroyed these idols and built a hospital (leprosarium)
in their place for the inhabitants of Van province [7, p. 79].

This final version connects to a recognizable historical context. Collected by S. Haykuni in the
Alashkert region of Western Armenia, it has remained unpublished until now, and is presented here
for the first time:

“Mirak, Zirak, and Shirak were three brothers who stole cattle from Georgia and brought
them to the Monastery of the Holy Mother of God. They let the animals graze there. When the
cattle approached the monastery’s spring to drink, they became spotted (balak). The monastery
was in ruins at the time, but the three brothers, witnessing this miracle, promptly sold the ani-
mals and used the proceeds to restore the monastery. Then they built three villages nearby and
gave them their own names: the first was named Mirakli in honour of the eldest brother, the
second — Shirakli, and the third — Zirakli. These geographical names survived along with the
historical memory and generations until our times. Only an offshoot from Mirak’s family named
Ghazar moved to Alashkert, to Gharakilisa village and founded a new village, now mentioned as
Ghazar village. With newcomers, the population primarily consisting of Ghazar’s children and
grandchildren, became a large village...” °.

Therefore, Haykuni’s version doesn’t describe the founding of a church on the site of a pagan
sanctuary, but rather the restoration of a ruined monastery. In this account, the brothers are
simply cattle thieves, not important figures like nobles, clergy, or ordained priests.

While the protagonist names and location remain consistent, Haykuni’s version paints a
drastically different cultural backdrop. This version resonates more with the lived experience
of Western Armenians under Ottoman rule, who were familiar with cattle rustling, ruined sanc-
tuaries, and pilgrimage. By the end of the 19th century, the context had shifted. Laypeople, not
clergy, owned and profited from sacred sites, and pilgrimages often served financial rather than
purely spiritual aims. A common thread across all four versions of the story is the special right
granted to the three brothers and their descendants to manage the monastery’s property. This
suggests an underlying reality — the brothers’ control — which the different versions of the myth
attempted to legitimize.

Stories about the Christianization of former pagan sites often follow a standard narrative struc-
ture: They typically mention a pre-existing sanctuary dedicated to a deity, sometimes including
a brief description of pagan rituals practiced there. Then, a saint (an apostle, martyr, patriarch,
etc.) arrives, destroys the old sacred objects, and establishes a Christian church in their place.
The story of St. Tiramer of Timar offers a less dramatic depiction of conversion than the typical
narrative of destruction and replacement. It preserves not only the names of pagan priests who
converted to Christianity, but also the sacred site itself, including its structure and meaning.

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Mirak, Shirak and Zirak as historical figures

Beyond the myths, evidence suggests that a historical figure named Mirak, and possibly even three
brothers (the eldest of whom was Mirak), actually existed. At least two of them—Mirak and Shirak—
are mentioned in the Chronicle of the 17th-century historian Arakel of Davrizh. They are identified as
wealthy individuals (khoja) of Van city [17, p. 191]. The same people might have been mentioned in
the decree from the Kronkavank, or Tsovahayeats (Looking on Sea) monastery of the Holy Mother
of God, or colloquially as 9ndsayeats, located near Van city. In this decree, Prior Martiros appoints
Shirak, Mirak, and Zirak to administer the monastery and encourages generous donations to support
the care of one hundred indigent people living there [18, p. 17]. The same names are mentioned in
an epigraphic text from another Monastery of the Holy Mother of God in the same region, namely,
Karmravor Holy Mother of God, situated on the slope of Varag mountain. On the stone over the west-
ern entrance Ye. Lalayan has read the following: “This is an inscription of Holy Mother of God, while
Jesus Christ perished to save the humanity and ministered the ritual (of holy liturgy), that is renovat-
ed by the God-loving khoja Zirak. Remember Mirak and his soul and his parents melik (duke) Sargis,
mother Janagh and brothers Grigor, Melikzat and khoja Zirak’s spouce Solti, son Al[as], Mirza, and
uncle khoja Shirak on Armenian time-reckoning of RKZ (=1617).” [19, p. 77—78]. Brothers Zirak, Shi-
rak and Mirak as khoja Atom’s sons are mentioned in a colophon attached to the sacral Zsmrut gospel
to that time (19 century) stored in Karmrak monastery in Bitlis [20, p. 267].

The name Zirak appears multiple times in historical records. An inscription on the western inte-
rior wall of the church of Atheni (Georgia), deciphered by D. Bakradze and later I.K. Javakhishvili,
mentions an Arab military commander named Zirak in 853 AD. Javakhishvili believed this Zirak
to be the same individual referred to as Zhirak in the Armenian chronicle of Tovma Artsruni and
Zirak in at-Tabari’s History [21, p. 282—283]. Zirak’s name is connected with the province of Bula-
nukh, too. Bense mentions a rivulet called Tarbe-Ziro (Ziro’s tomb) not far from Aznavur’s fortress
of Manazkert city [22, p. 33].

All these obviously are different people judging from their patronymics, and at the same time all
of them were engaged in acts of philanthropy: restoring monasteries, commissioning manuscripts,
and making donations to the church. It’s likely that the patrons of Kresnkavank were historical fig-
ures who served as the basis for the mythical founders of Tiramayr monastery. The shared name
Intsayeats connects both monasteries, lending legitimacy to Mirak, Zirak, and Shirak’s patronage
of Kronkavank.

As previously mentioned, S. Haykuni’s legend mentions the villages of Mirakli, Shirakli, and
Zirakli, named after three brothers. This motif echoes the 7th-century chronicle’s account of three
brothers — Kuars, Meghti, and Khorean — who founded the corresponding cities of Taron [23, p. 47].
However, there are not enough reasons to suggest that the myths of Van and Alashkert underwent
influence of the early medieval story of Taron. These narratives could have emerged independently,
reflecting archetypal themes common to many cultures.

Here it is important to mention another Miragian clan, this time — in Dersim region (now Tunjeli
in Turkey). The family was so big that they even had their own sub-dialect and the representatives
of it could identify themselves equally as Armenians or as Zaza (Alevi). Andranik [24, p. 68, 152]
describes the clan as very powerful, originating from the common ancestor Ter-Ohan Miragian who
lived in Havlori village (now destroyed) and owned the monastery of the village — St. Karapet, just
like Miragians of Timar earlier owned St. Tiramayr. There are no data suggesting any connection
(or blood relationship, hereditary liaisons) between Miragians of Vaspurakan and Miragians of Der-
sim, but stories about both being former pagans were common [25, p. 252-254]. It is reasonable to
assume that they are once separated branches of the same big family that have later forgotten their
common origin.

The Tiramayr monastery’s reputation for healing reached Javakhk (present-day Georgia), but the
narrative surrounding it transformed into a distinctly mythical form. V. Bdoyan’s published account
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[26, p. 269] begins with a common Armenian folktale motif: a priest’s wife offering bread, water,
and a kiss to a passerby in God’s name. Then, like in other similar stories, the priest returns home to
witness his wife kissing the stranger. He then commands her, in God’s name, to jump into the tonir
(oven). She obeys, but miraculously, the tonir fills with water. God then transforms the oven into a
lake and the priest’s wife into a fish. But in this narrative Tonir later becomes a pilgrimage site of Ti-
ramayr situated either in Moghni (in Armenia) or in Habash (Ethiopia) “as if Tiramayr” (a form of
addressing to a priest’s wife) “became a saintess”. According to the narrative, people suffering from
wounds (ulcers) visit the lake and, in the name of God, ask the priest’s wife (now a fish) to reveal
herself. The fish obliges, turning over to expose its belly. Upon witnessing this, the pilgrims’ wounds
miraculously heal. The only connecting thread between this story and the renowned monastery of
Tiramayr (Timar) is the motif of miraculous healing by the Mother of God.

Folk prayers and songs

As 9ndzanats Asvaratsin (Azatek village in Vayots Dzor), 9ntsayin (Vagharshapat), Hondzana
surb Astvaratsin, Seb Khatoon Tiramer (Van) the monastery, as a personified sacred entity, is in-
voked in folk prayers. This is especially true in prayers recited for frightened children and women
experiencing difficult childbirth [27, p. 113, 120, 123, 128]. These prayers largely consist of ritualistic
formulas such as “One Jesus, one Christ // One 9ndzanots Asvaratsin”, except for the prayer cited
for protection of mothers during childbirth, where Khatoon Tiramer is mentioned along with several
other sanctuaries of Vaspurakan and Taron.

In a protection prayer for a newborn child:

“Aman, my Khatoon Tiramer, I am the sacrifice for your baby,

Intercede before God,

For the sake of your Only One,

Keep my baby by me as my single consolation” [26, p. 301].

This prayer substantiates once more that Khatoon Tiramayr is not only the healer of ulcers but
also the patroness of children and motherhood.

The following text might be another prayer to the same saint recited during pilgrimages:

Uwphwyd unipp Yniu Mariam saint virgin
Wuywdwdhi, Mother of God,

Nipuwnwinp Gl There are thousands
<wqu ni vhi, Of pilgrims to You.
Lphuwnnu £ Lot unipp nppht,  Christ is Your saint son,
Oqhwljub, wuwhwwwb Helper, protector

Qtip oLl o9wifupl, For your steady house,

Qtip mnLh nL wmtinh, For your home and hearth,
Uwy ni nnjuph, For cattle and fortune,

Qtip hwy ni dyha, For hens and eggs,

Utd nL wquayh, For the senior and the junior,
Puptifunu tinuy Intercessor of us

Unipp Qunywdwdhi?: Is the Saint Mother of God.

Several pilgrimage songs of different origin have been preserved relating to the monastery of Ti-
ramayr. In many cases they simply describe the diseases sent by the saint such as Tiramor balak,
a skin disease characterized by rash and ulcers and believed to be the consequence of the saint

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Virgin’s “hit”, and thus should be healed by Tiramayr [28, p. 72]. G. Sherents also indicates steady
folk representations concerning people infected by Tiramor balak, that is Tiramor kheghj (the poor
of Tiramayr). That expression has been used until recent times in figurative sense, denoting ex-
tremely lazy people, living at someone else’s expense. The curses and swears expressing wishes to
somebody to get that disease, are mentioned in literary sources, as well.

However, there are texts panegyrizing the monastery and its personified holiness. Most of them
are folk songs [29, p. 18-19]. A particularly popular example is “Jarah-hekim Surb Tiramer” (Holy
Tiramer, the Healer) by Khoyli Vardan. This older song experienced a resurgence in the 1990s after
being set to music by the young female composer Astghik Stamboltsean. It subsequently became
a symbol of Armenia’s return to Christian values. Despite the fact that most Armenians in the late
20th century didn’t grasp the symbolism and connections to the legend of the monastery—destroyed
some 70 years before the song’s resurgence—or even realize its association with an ancient convent
in Western Armenia, Khoyli Vardan’s song remains one of Armenia’s most beloved spiritual compo-
sitions today.

Analysis

Several issues concerning the monastery Jarah-hekim Surb Tiramer demand explanation. The
first of all — the real age of the construction. Although the monastery has probably been functioning
for many centuries as an official church and a convent belonging to the Armenian Apostolic Church
and/or as a sacred place for folk Christianity, only in the late 19th century was its legendary story
documented in a literary form. Do legendary narratives contain any historical facts or they simply
reflect the mood of the so-called “pagan revival” of that time? This question, more or less relating to
all folkloric materials with mentioning of national deities or containing descriptions of pagan cults, is
a stumbling block of any investigation trying to make clear how folk Christianity of the New Age ab-
sorbed the ideas reigning in the intellectual society and how deep the roots of local traditions are em-
bedded in the pre-Christian representations. The only verifiable fact is that the legends mentioning
the names of the priests pertain specifically to that particular monastery, with no documented con-
nections to pagan eras in literary and epigraphic sources. However, Raffi’s depiction of the church,
showing distinct features of early Christian architecture, supports the notion that the original church
may have been constructed on the site of a former pagan shrine, as in the case observed in numer-
ous early churches such as the St. Cross of Aparan or St. Symbol of Varag (Verin Varag near Van).
The main building of the monastery most likely was a basilica of the arakelashen type (“built by an
apostle”), with a corner stone possibly dating back to pre-Christian era. The monastery may have
operated during the Early Middle Ages only to be abandoned later due to war or as a consequence of
mass migration. Potentially, during the 16th to 17th centuries when the Armenian Apostolic Church
experienced a revival and numerous churches and monasteries were reconstructed, the ontsayeats
or Hndzanants Holy Mother of God may have been restored by generous individuals, potentially
including figures like Mirak, Zirak, and Shirak mentioned in epigraphic records. It could have func-
tioned once more for a period until subsequent tragic events led to its decline.

The connection between the Christian convent and pagan practices are seen through several as-
pects:

Ritual of incubation, which involved hundreds of people moving to the convent, staying there with
families for one or two nights, building homes, and forming a village around the sanctuary as a place
of their permanent residence;

Similar to well-known ancient temples, the convent exhibited a “specialization” in treating ail-
ments, including specific ulcers and the sick known as “the poor of Tiramayr”;

Confiscation of animals from ordinary people as something belonging to the monastery;

Mantic rites of telling fortune and demanding special sacrifices, certain actions.

At the same time, nearly all accounts concerning these forms of cults emphasize their commercial
nature. In other words, both the official clerics and the civilian villagers sought personal profit from
visitors. The legend, therefore, served to justify, explain, and legitimize the existing customs, thereby

influencing history. It prescribed that contributions be made to the hosts as payment for treatment
or patronage, favoring the Holy Virgin. Additionally, the peculiar rituals were attributed to traditions
initially introduced by pagan priests.

Early Christian influences were also characteristic of the Jarah-hekim Monastery. The village of
the “poors of Tiramer” represents a variation of the refuge-hospital, a form of care developed by
early Christian fathers. Although there are no historical records of medical care at the monastery,
this does not preclude the possibility that such treatment was practiced. If a monastic hospital did
exist — whether established by St. Nerses as legend suggests or otherwise — it is plausible that build-
ings were constructed for the poor and the sick. Additionally, structures for pilgrims may have been
erected during restorations, which later became residences for the village’s inhabitants. Historical
events could cause the degradation of Christian forms of beneficence into mere subsistence involving
beggary and parasitism. This particular example serves as an extreme case illustrating how religious
sentiments can be manipulated to become a general way of life. Still, there is the possibility that St.
Tiramayr began as a convent and later became a residence for the sick during a period of decline,
when it remained in ruins for several centuries.

Another example of folk customs mimicking the activities of the official Church is the presence
of traveling legates. The Mother See of Etchmiadzin, for instance, employed legates to inspect lo-
cal monasteries and churches and to draw pilgrims to the central sanctuary of all Armenians — the
Cathoghike Church. In contrast, the itinerant “representatives” of the Jarah-Hekim Monastery did
not represent the Church in any official capacity and lacked any formal status. They were often beg-
gars and sometimes self-seeking adventurers. However, for “the poor of Tiramayr,” begging in the
name of Jarah-Hekim Holy Mother of God was a necessity to seek treatment. Many sick people
would genuinely gather contributions for the monastery and then return home, reportedly miracu-
lously healed. Some even turned this practice into a professional activity. Nonetheless, this degraded
legacy is rooted in folk Christian traditions rather than pagan forms of worship.

All sources point to the mass pilgrimage and the nearly constant presence of the sick around the
monastery, highlighting its significance in various ways through local traditions. For the Armenians
living in Vaspurakan and Iran, the Jarah-hekim St. Tiramer Monastery was a traditional pilgrimage
site during the feast of the Dormition of St. Mary. During these pilgrimages, they engaged in cus-
tomary practices and observed the normative behaviors typical of such religious journeys, without
performing any unusual rituals. They used the familiar natural healing basin, worshipped the relics
(first of all — the St. Virgin’s green kerchief) but did not stay in the neighbouring village for long. Peo-
ple inhabiting the neighbouring province Mush-Hark called the monastery Khatun Yeghnik (“Lady
Deer”), and this may indicate a different forgotten tradition with the female deer time to time vis-
iting the monastery as in some legends on other Armenian sanctuaries. For all of them as it can be
presumed from the folk prayers, the monastery was a sacral place helping childless people to have
progeny and protecting women at birth.

People from more distant locations, such as Eastern Armenia or the North Caucasus, visited the
monastery when necessary, not just on the day of the feast, for specific purposes like healing from
diseases or seeking divination. This suggests that the legend and fame of the “half-pagan” healing
sanctuary were initially intended for Armenians from far-off places and people of other nationalities.
In contrast, those who regularly visited Asparatsin or Kahtun Yeghnik Surb Tiramer regarded it as
a routine sacred place that provided them with a sense of unity and safety.

The challenge of determining the date of the legends is intertwined with the question of author-
ship. These legends may have originated later and could have been crafted by members of the con-
gregation living in the convent, a form of “monastic folklore,” as well as by those from the village.
This creation could have served as a form of advertisement, aiming to attract potential benefactors
to the monastery. The mention of Mirak, Shirak, and Zirak in these texts may be explained by the
authors using the names of well-known benefactors, likely sponsors of the monastery’s restoration,
to legitimize the narrative. However, it’s also possible that these legends were inherited from earlier
times and repurposed as public relations material in the 19th century.

Data on St. Tiramayr Monastery highlight how the understanding of a single historical-cultur-
al site can vary among people from different geographical regions, even when they share the same
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ethnic identity. Historical events have the power to shape and transform the forms of religious cults. It
wasn’t until the 1990s that a unified perception of the ruined monastery as a symbol of national religion
emerged among all Armenians, assisted by a new song created using the old poetry by Khoyli Vardan.

Conclusion

Based on the investigation of the sources, we can conclude that the monastery was originally a
building of Early Christian times that was reconstructed during the 16" or 17" century and abandoned
by the end of 19" century.

When exactly the monastery Jarah-hekim (Khatun) Holy Mother of God became a popular site of
pilgrimage, still remains unknown. Existing data prompt that St. Tiramayr was an ancient church, pre-
sumably, a basilica of Early-Christian period of the arakelashen (built by an apostle) type that had been
abandoned and forgotten for many centuries, and later, possibly in 16-17" centuries it had been restored
by some benevolent figures (possibly, by Mirak, Zirak and Shirak). In the Early Middle Ages and con-
tinuing through the 16th to 19th centuries, the site likely functioned as a convent. By the end of the 19th
century, following its restoration, it transitioned into a folk sanctuary. During this period, clerics would
visit the monastery only on pilgrimage days to celebrate the Liturgy and perform other ceremonies.

In the 19th century, the monastery gained immense popularity as a pilgrimage site for Armenians
from Vaspurakan, Iran, and Taron, as well as from more distant regions. Piligrims from the three prov-
inces regarded the sanctuary differently, primarily viewing St. Tiramer as a child-giver and patron of
mothers and children.

The monastery gained renown for its healing properties, possibly attributed to a healing basin, relics,
or other sacred objects. It became known as a place for curing ulcers and wounds, granting children,
and providing refuge for the sick. Furthermore, there existed the tradition of wandering legates who
took relics or crosses from the monastery and begged in the name of St. Tiramer, performing folk rituals
aimed at healing skin diseases believed to be inflicted by the saint’s “hit.”. Many rituals resemble that of
pagan times.

A complex body of beliefs and folklore surrounds the monastery. Only myths, descriptions published
in the 19th century, and the expression “a poor of Tiramayr” are preserved today. It is unclear when folk
stories concerning the monastery’s foundation or restoration arose. However, they suggest an origin in
the Early Middle Ages, which corresponds with the church’s architectural style. The myth attributes the
names of prominent figures who reconstructed the church in the 16th-17th centuries to converted pagan
priests.

The stories about the monastery mention an eminent family known as the Miragians, believed to
be descendants of the pagan owner or sponsor, Mirak, who supported the reconstruction of the an-
cient building. Another notable clan of Miragians resided in the Dersim region, speaking their unique
sub-dialect. Historical sources do not establish any connection between these two groups of Miragians,
suggesting a potential separation in earlier times that was subsequently forgotten.

The Balak Khatoon Holy Mother of God has been remembered by Western Armenians for many
years, despite its ruin, thanks to the folklore that has been created around it, primarily due to the pop-
ular song of Vardan of Khoy (Khoyli). Even today, a significant amount of folklore, including legends,
songs, prayers, proverbs, and swear formulas, persists around the mysterious monastery. The enigmatic
forms of cult and its obscured history contribute to the St. Tiramer Monastery being regarded as one of
the most captivating historical shrines in Western Armenia.

The case of St. Tiramayr exemplifies a sanctuary with a long history that has been viewed in various
ways by members of the same ethnic group over centuries. Despite its specific national character, ex-
ploring the monastery’s accounts and the stories woven around it in the context of historical changes
can offer valuable insights into how social and informational shifts influence religious practices, the
development of myths and beliefs, and the construction of folk memories. The history of the monastery
also represents a distinctive chapter in the annals of Eastern Christianity.

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“THE HILL OF POWER”:
A STUDY OF A SACRED LOCUS
OF THE AKUSHA-DARGO DARGINS

Abstract. This study examines the sacred hill at TsakhInabyakhladirka, a site of assembly for the representatives of
the Akusha-Dargo federation of free societies. The research aims to interpret the signs and symbols associated with this
sacred location and determine its historical and mythological import. To this end, the study undertakes: an examination
of existing data regarding the hill; a mythological exegesis of related narratives; and a comparative analysis of this site
with analogous sites among other Dagestani, North Caucasian, and global cultures. The methodological framework of
this study employs several historical approaches, including comparative-historical, historical-systemic, and retrospective
methods, alongside semiotic analysis. The research demonstrates that the sacred hill at TsakhInabyakhladirka possessed a
complex significance. It functioned not only as a meeting place for representatives of rural community unions, but was also
conceived as a microcosm of a mountain, a world centre, and a divine dwelling. The golden bow, arrows, and other treasures
reputedly concealed within it endowed it with a particular sacredness linked to fertility and authority. The federation’s
leader, the Akushin qadi, presided from the hill’s summit, thereby reinforcing his legitimacy and sacral standing. Analysis
of the assembled data suggests classifying this hill as a “hill of power,” exhibiting parallels with meeting places, sanctuaries,
and cult centers across the region and globally. This study highlights the diversity of orolatry manifestations and the
importance of sacred sites for socio-political organization. It further proposes that the sacralization of this hill as a venue
for assemblies of community union leaders may be connected to earlier eras of military democracy.

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Abstract. The article addresses the challenges associated with preserving ethnic identity and language among speakers
of transborder Dagestani languages, who, as a result of historical circumstances, found themselves in a multilingual
environment. These challenges are identified as the subject of the research. The research specifically focuses on speakers
of the Avar, Akhvakh, Bezhtin, Gunzib, Lezgin, Rutul, and Tsakhur languages, examining how their transborder status
influences their ethnic identity. The aim of the article is to examine the specific characteristics of the ethnolinguistic profile
of speakers of transborder Dagestani languages and to scientifically predict their pathways of linguacultural adaptation.
This analysis is based on the current situation, which reflects the conditions necessary for preserving the ethnic identity and
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of these divided groups lead to dissonant phenomena in the formation of ethnic identity among their members. The
methodological foundation of the study comprises general scientific, ethnographic, and sociolinguistic methods and
techniques, as dictated by the nature of the research. These include the method of statistical analysis, which enabled the
identification of trends in the changes in the number of individuals speaking native languages on both sides of the border;
the method of comparing data from population censuses was employed to trace the dynamics of changes in the ratio between
the number of individuals speaking native languages and those identifying with a particular transborder nationality.
These methods and techniques can be applied to analyze the situation of other divided peoples in multicultural regions,
serving as a basis for forecasting scenarios related to preserving their ethnic identity. The ethnic identity phenomena of
representatives of divided Dagestani peoples are examined within the context of their adaptation to conditions in different
states, which differ in terms of culture, language of communication, mentality, religion, and various other spheres. The
study identifies tendencies toward the hybridization of cultures, which lead to the gradual unification of languages and
the adoption of universal values. These shifts are adjusted to account for the religious beliefs of residents in bordering
states. It is anticipated that there will be an increase in the number of speakers of transborder Dagestani languages who
are also fluent in Russian in Russia and Azerbaijani in Azerbaijan with a general decrease in the number of those who
speak their native languages will lead to the conclusion about the paradoxical nature of the issues of their national self-
identification and preservation of languages. The analysis concludes that the vitality of transborder languages will depend
on the language policies of the states where these languages exist, as well as international documents designed to support
minority languages. These measures are intended to counteract the influence of linguistic imperialism exerted by dominant
international languages.

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DOMOVOY IN THE MYTHOLOGICAL BELIEFS
OF DAGESTANI RUSSIANS

Abstract. This study analyzes the ambivalent mythological figure of the domovoy in Russian mythology. The analysis
draws upon fieldwork and literary sources gathered in the villages of the Kizlyarsky and Tarumovsky districts of Dagestan.
Methodological basis of the research employs established historical approaches (chronological, historical-genetic,
comparative-historical, structural-diachronic, and retrospective) as well as standard ethnological methods, including
surveys and interviews. The study compares and contrasts the domovoy figure as understood by Russians of Dagestan with
its representation among the broader Russian population, as well as among the peoples of Dagestan, the North Caucasus,
and globally. The origin of this mythological image among the Slavs is traced to the decline of the primitive neighboring
community, the rise of patriarchy, and the development of households encompassing extended and nuclear families. The
domovoy’s mythological character is rooted in ancestor veneration and hearth-centered rituals. The sources examined in
this study suggest the persistence of the domovoy from the Middle Ages into the modern era. This persistence indicates
that conceptions of the domovoy evolved across different historical periods, indirectly reflecting the social, socioeconomic,
and cultural transformations among Eastern Slavs. The domovoy’s ambivalent nature stems from its association with
sacred spaces. Its connection to the upper world casts it as a patron of the house and family, while its ties to the underworld
manifest in its demonic aspect, capable of harming sleeping individuals. Sacred continuums and chronotopes rendered
profane time and space permeable to otherworldly entities. As part of the diverse Great Russian population that settled
in the North Caucasus from the latter half of the 16th century onward, and particularly during the 19th and early 20th
centuries, the Russians of Dagestan perpetuated the mythological figures of their ancestral homelands. The main features
of the domovoy as understood by Russians of Dagestan align with the broader Russian understanding of this house spirit.
This consistency highlights the stability, continuity, and transmission across generations of key figures within Russian
mythology. The survival of these mythological beliefs among Russians in Dagestan offers hope for the preservation of their
distinct ethnic, religious, and cultural identity in the face of globalization.
